74. First and 10 for team A on its own 30 yardline. Quarterback A1 is under the center with fullback A3 directly behind him. Instead of snapping the ball into the quarterback’s hands, the center rolls the ball on the ground to A3. (2-40-2, 7-2-4)

a. Legal play.
b. That is a dead-ball foul.
c. That is a live-ball foul.
75. Fourth and 10 from team K’s 12 yardline. Punter K1 muffs the snap and the ball rolls to team K’s four yardline. K1 kicks the ball over his own endline. (9-7-1 Pen, 10-4-2b, 10-6)

a. Team R has no choice; it’s a safety.
b. If team R accepts the penalty, it will be team K’s ball, fourth and 20 from its own two yardline.

77. Third and seven from team A’s 24 yardline. Wide receiver A7 goes downfield on a pass pattern and intentionally goes out of bounds at team A’s 40 yardline. A7 then returns to the field at team A’s 43 yardline and blocks B2. (9-6-1, 9.6 Comment 4)

a. Legal play.
b. Illegal participation on A7.
c. A7 is an ineligible receiver regardless of what else happens on the play.
78. K1 is in position to attempt a try from team R’s 10 yardline. Holder K2 momentarily bobbles the snap but recovers and places the ball for the kick. R8 bursts through the line and kicks the ball. (9-7-1)

a. Legal play.
b. R8 is guilty of illegal kicking.
79. K1 punts from midfield. R1 makes a valid fair-catch signal at his 20 yardline. The kick, however, hits R1’s shoulder and falls to the ground. While the ball is loose, R1 blocks K8 in front and above the waist. (6-5-1, 9-3-3 Pen)

a. R1’s block is illegal. 
b. R1’s block is legal because he touched the kick.
c. R1’s block is legal whether if he touched the kick or not.
80. Loss of player possession by unsuccessful execution of attempted handing is … (2-19-1)

a. A muff.
b. A fumble.
c. A pass.
81. Fourth and 10 from team K’s 30 yardline. After adjusting the ball, snapper K11 rises and turns to communicate with the punter. In the process, he removes both hands from the ball. (7-1-3a)

a. Legal only if K11 does not simulate the start of the play.
b. Illegal under all circumstances.
c. Illegal only if team B reacts by entering the neutral zone.
82. Fourth and 10 from team K’s three yardline. The snap bounces back to punter K1, who recovers the ball on one hop. K1 starts to run, then comes to a sudden stop and gets off a punt. R1 doesn’t touch the ball and tackles K1 while K1’s kicking foot is still in the air. (9-4-5a)

a. Legal play because it wasn’t reasonably certain team A would kick.
b. Roughing the kicker, a 15-yard penalty.
c. Running into the kicker, a five-yard penalty.
83. Time expires as A3 is flagged for holding in his own end zone. (3-3-3a, 3-3-4b-5)

a. Legal play.
b. Kick-catching interference.
88. B1 intercepts a legal forward pass at his own one yardline and fumbles at team B’s four yardline. B2 recovers the fumble at his own three yardline and his momentum carries him into his own end zone. To avoid being tackled in his end zone, B2 throws a backward pass, which B3 muffs. A4 is the last to touch the ball before it rolls over the endline. (8-5-1, 8-5-2 Exc)

a. Safety.
b. Touchback.
c. It will be team B’s ball, first and 10 at its own three yardline.
89. Fourth and goal on team B’s 15 yardline. Eligible receiver A1 intentionally runs to a position one yard beyond the end line and stops. Quarterback A2 throws a legal forward pass toward A1. When the ball is just about to A1, A1 leaps into the air, bats the ball to teammate A3 and lands on the ground beyond the end line. A3 catches the batted pass while standing in team B’s end zone. (9-6-2 Pen)

a. Incomplete pass.
b. Illegal participation, a 15-yard penalty from the previous spot.
c. Illegal touching, a five-yard penalty from the previous spot.
90. Third and 13 at team A’s three yardline. Quarterback A1 retreats into his own end zone and is hit after his arm has started forward. The ball pops up into the air and eligible receiver A2, in his own end zone, intentionally bats the ball forward. The ball hits the ground at team A’s five yardline and rolls to team A’s eight yardline, where prone A3 recovers it. (9-7-3)

a. Fourth and 12 at team A’s eight yardline. 
b. Fourth and 13 at team A’s three yardline. 
c. Illegal batting by A2.
91. Just after K1’s punt is airborne and untouched by team R, K2 blocks R3 from the front and above the waist. The contact causes R3 to knock the punter to the ground. (9-4-5d)

a. No problem.
b. R3 has fouled.
92. Fourth and one for team K at team B’s 20 yardline. Team K is in scrimmage-kick formation with numbering exceptions on the line. Punter K1 then moves up behind the center in position to receive a hand-to-hand snap. Team K snaps the ball and K1 gains five yards. Team B had 12 players on the field at the snap. (2-14-2, 7-2-5b)

a. Both teams have fouled; replay the down.
b. Foul on team A only (illegal formation).
c. Foul on team B only (illegal participation).
93. Fourth and three for team A from its own 27 yardline. From behind the line of scrimmage, A1 throws a backward pass toward A2. The backward pass bounces off A2’s chest, but is recovered by A3, who advances and is downed at team A’s 33 yardline. (7-4-2)

a. Legal play under all circumstances.
b. The fourth-down fumble rule applies.
c. The ball should be blown dead when A3 recovers it.
94. Fourth and three for team K from its own eight yardline. Just after the ball is snapped, guard R1 is flagged for grasping and twisting the facemask of offensive tackle K2. R3 makes a fair catch at team K’s 44 yardline. Team K accepts the penalty. After the penalty is enforced … (3-4-2)

a. The clock starts on the snap.
b. The clock starts on the ready.
95. Fourth and 18 for team K from its own eight yardline. Just after the ball is snapped, guard R1 is flagged for grasping and twisting the facemask of offensive tackle K2. R3 catches the ball at team K’s 44 yardline and advances to team K’s 40 yardline, where he is downed inbounds. Team K accepts the penalty. After the penalty is enforced … (3-4-2a Exc)

a. The clock starts on the snap.
b. The clock starts on the ready.
96. Second and 18 for team A from its own 10 yardline. A1’s legal forward pass intended for eligible A2 is incomplete with B3 covering. While arguing that A2 was guilty of pass interference, team B’s coach curses the line judge and is flagged for unsportsmanlike conduct. Team A accepts the penalty. (9-8-1a Pen)

a. It will be second and three for team A from its own 25 yardline.
b. It will be third and three for team A from its own 25 yardline.
c. It will be first and 10 for team A from its own 25 yardline.
97. Team A, trailing by five points and out of timeouts, has the ball first and goal on team B’s nine yardline. A2 catches a pass and is tackled inbounds on team B’s one yardline. During the down, A2 was flagged for pass interference and the penalty is accepted. (3-3-3, 3.3.4B)

a. If the clock expires before team A can snap the ball, the period is extended for an untimed down.
b. If the clock expires before team A can snap the ball, the period is not extended and the game is over.
98. Due to penalties, team K’s free kick line is team R’s 30 yardline. K1’s free kick is caught by K4, who is in team R’s end zone. The result of the play is: (6-3-1a)
