2009 – Long Beach Unit – Instruction and Observation Program

Instruction

Testing:

Summer Study Guide:  Propose that we distribute and post to the website, as soon as provided by the CFOA.  Answers to be posted to the website, early in August.  No requirement to turn it in.

Exam:  Test at the first meeting in late August, following Q&A session to start of the meeting.

Instruction:


Blend discussions with regard to rules, mechanics, philosophy and film review.

Mechanics:


Simulated mechanics clinic in gymnasium in week 2 or 3 following rules qualification.

Film Review:

Film review for all 12 crews.  Likely, two crews a week will review their game film, in which crews meet with observation team during class time.

Observation and Evaluation

Observation:

To be provided by NFL, NCAA and LB staff, with a goal of providing instruction with regard to mechanics, philosophy, presence, attitude and ability.  Observation will be in the format of positive, constructive comments, film review, etc.

The observation team will rank individuals by position for playoff seeding.

Playoff Seeding

Board Input:


The Board will provide a list of officials eligible for playoffs, based on their own criteria.

Seeding:

The observation team will rank eligible officials at their position from 1 through 14.  All playoff eligible officials will be ranked, with regard to their performance on the field and in the meetings.  Eligible crew officials and free-lance officials will be ranked, and thus it is possible that a free-lance official may earn the opportunity to work playoffs, and also possible that a crew official does not rank in the Top 14.  After Board approval, proposed to post Top 14 on website.

Crew Merits:

The top 2 crews, by overall crew ranking, will earn the opportunity to work as a crew for the first two weeks of the playoffs.

Playoff Structure:

Week 1 – crews may work together, if the entire crew ranks in the top 14.  Free-lance officials ranking in the top 14 will take the place on crews of those who do not rank in the top 14.

Week 2 – the top 2 crews will work, as well as other top 5 officials and those requested by CIF.

Week 3 & 4 – officials will work together by order of rank for semi-finals and finals, unless selected by CIF or not eligible per LB Unit (e.g., they worked a final last year).
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
